This steep, south, south-east facing vineyard looking over the
village of Milly and just above Dampt’s home, is set on a stony clay
subsoil and enjoys a great aspect. The fruit normally shows a
great degree of ripeness and generosity. There is always a lot of
millerandage (small grapes) in this vineyard which produces great
concentration, and aids long ageing.

Tasting Notes:

An inviting bouquet, this is so rich and perfumed it clears the
nose! The palate is opulent balanced by a tight, limey acidity. This
wine has everything – the rich opulence associated with the right
bank, but also the minerality of the left. Always one of the most
popular Chablis in our range.
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Specification

Vinification Fermented in stainless steel, followed by full malolactic fermentation. The wine is
then aged on fine lees in stainless steel temperature controlled tanks before a very
light filtration and bottling.
